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The LEGAL CHIT-CHAT

There is a general belief in Florida that in    
order to avoid Probate, everyone must have a 
Trust as part of their Estate Planning.  
 
The Question is:   Does everyone need to 
have a TRUST as part of their Estate Planning 
in order to avoid Probate? 
 
The Answer is:   NO - Everyone does NOT 
need to have a TRUST.  As discussed below, 
there are many other ways you can register/set
- up your assets in order to avoid Probate.  
 
As a general rule, in many cases, instead of a 
TRUST, all a person needs is a current Florida 
LAST WILL AND TESTAMENT, plus      
having the ownership of their assets held in the 
form of Testamentary Substitutes.  
 
SEE THE NEXT PARAGRAPH BELOW 
THAT DISCUSSES TESTAMENTARY 
SUBSTITUTES. 
 
Thus, it is important to have a competent       
attorney who can evaluate your own personal 
Estate Planning situation for purposes of             
preparing a Last Will and Testament.               
Simultaneously, your attorney can advise you 
as to how to correctly register certain types of 
Bank Accounts [and other Assets] in                                          
a form that is called TESTAMENTARY                       
SUBSTITUTES.  
 
When your Last Will and Testament and your 
Testamentary Substitutes are set-up, you will 
not need to have a TRUST and you can        
accomplish your goal of avoiding Probate    
upon your death.  
 
However, there is one more thing for you to 
consider and that is the EXCEPTIONS        
discussed  below   that  describe certain                    
situations that indicate why some people MAY 
need to have a TRUST:  

 

1. If the combined value of a persons 
assets is a very large amount that could               
produce an Estate Tax, that person may be 
able to reduce the possible Federal Estate 
Tax by having a certain kind of TRUST; or 
 
           2. If the beneficiary under a persons 
LAST WILL AND TESTAMENT  is some-
one who you know would not be able to 
handle an inheritance [money] carefully/
wisely if they received it in a lump sum B 
such as a minor child, grandchild, great 
grandchild, niece, nephew or a disabled                   
individual --- a TRUST would, in those          
situations be advisable. [Florida law defines              
anyone who is under 18 years of age to be a 
minor.] 
 

So, here is the bottom line...  
A person who is thinking about having a 
LAST WILL AND TESTAMENT prepared 
for them DOES need to consult with a  com-
petent Attorney who can give them legal  
advice about the persons assets [and how 
their assets are owned/registered], their     
liabilities, how to set-up Testamentary Sub-
stitutes and how [and to whom] they want 
their assets to be distributed on their death.   
 
And based upon the answers that result from 
the persons discussions with a competent 
Attorney, the person then needs to discuss 
with the Attorney about whether their partic-
ular situation fits within the General Rule 
that they do NOT need to have a TRUST .... 
or alternatively whether it is beneficial under 
that  persons particular situation to have a 
TRUST B because their situations falls with-
in one of the above exceptions.
